INTRODUCTION

The objective of the Phonics Adventure is to give children the basic reading skills and then encourage them to read on their own.  Phonics Adventure (Superstar Level) assumes that children are familiar with the basic single and two-letter-blend letter sounds and three, four, and five letter words covered in the first two levels.  This program teaches children the silent “e” rule with long vowels, how to read long words, more vowel blend sounds, three-letter blends, and more difficult sentences.

Keeping the format of the first two levels, Superstar Level uses the now-familiar four characters and the “shuttle” to transport children into a musical world where reading is the key to success.  Once again, a primary goal is to increase a child’s motivation to read on their own, and to provide the basic skills needed to read.

Students who require intensive practice will find the separate “Just the Games” and “Just the Songs” programs useful, as they continuously loop through these sections without the extra step of using the shuttle.

This interactive program is especially effective to introduce reading to students who do not respond to traditional methods of teaching reading, including students with learning disabilities and students for whom English is a second language.

ABOUT THE LESSON PLANS

This teacher's guide is intended to provide suggestions for classroom activities that relate to Phonics Adventure.  Each activity can be adopted by individual teachers to accommodate particular needs and interests of the students in their class.  These activities are designed to complement the student’s time with the program on the computer, as well as time spent listening to and singing the songs on the disc, which play in a standard music CD player.

Phonics Adventure can be used by more than one child at a time (from one to as many as nine) or by a whole class singing the songs.  Depending on the size and dynamics of the class and the number of computers available, teachers may arrange play time differently.  

o	Two to three children at a time may share the same computer, taking turns using the mouse for every new section.

o	As many as nine children may gather around the computer, taking turns using the mouse in each of the nine sections.

Each group of children should be allotted about twenty-five minutes to play through the game.  At the beginning of each unit, all children should play the game all the way through.   Each lesson is designed with activities that reinforce what the child has learned in each unit.  Each lesson will take about twenty to thirty minutes to complete (time will vary depending on the number of  students present).

The fourth and fifth lesson of each unit incorporates an art and song activity of some sort.  The final lesson in Unit 4 is set aside to allow students to put together a show to display their artwork and perform their favorite songs and dances for their classmates and parents.



UNIT 1: Silent “E” Sounds

The teacher should ask students to recall the Toucan Read “Silent E” song at the beginning of each of the following lessons.

Teachers should lead a discussion of how a word with an “e” at the end changes the vowel sound in the middle of the word from a short vowel sound to a long one.  This changing of the vowel is called the silent “e” rule.  Once students recognize this rule, they can easily read many familiar words.



Unit 1 - Lesson One: Introduce The Letter Sounds

This activity is designed to be shorter than the others (running about ten to fifteen minutes).  This will give teachers and children a little more time to get familiar with the game, as this may be the first time students will play Phonics Adventure.  

The teacher should write words on the board that are three-letter words with short vowels, and then add the silent “e” to them.  Assign one student the task of being “Mr. E” or “Ms. E”.  First write the three-letter word and ask students to pronounce it.  Then, have “Mr. E” add the silent “e”, and ask students to pronounce it.  Emphasize the effect that “Mr. E” has had on the word, noting that there is no short “e” sound, and the vowel sound has changed.  Repeat with several words with the same middle vowel to let the concept sink in.

Unit 1 - Lesson Two: Drawing the Silent “E”

Teachers should make copies of the folding flash card below and hand one card out to each student.  Have each student write down his or her favorite silent “e” word on the card, using the printed “e” at the end.  Then, have the student fold the card at the folding line so the “e” is covered.  Students should then draw a picture of the word on the back of the card using a pencil, crayons, or markers.

Once students complete the word and picture, have each student stand up and show his or her card with the flap unfolded.  Each student should sound out the letters of the word, fold the flap over, and say the word.  Then, the student should flip over the card and show the picture of the word.

Unit 1 - Lesson Three: The Line Game

In this game, students are organized into two teams.  Cut out cards with the silent “e” words on the following pages.  Have the team members form two lines.  Show a new card for the front two students to read.  The first student to raise a hand gets to read the word.  If the student is correct, he or she takes the word card and moves to the side.  If the student is wrong, the other team’s student can read the word.  Students with a wrong guess move to the back of their line.  This continues until one team has all members holding words with no more members in line.  Declare this winning team the “Silent E’s” and have each team member read off their words in order.

Unit 1 - Lesson Four: Singing The "Silent E” Song

Play the song "Silent E” from the Toucan Read section. The song can be played on the computer (if all children can see the screen) or just the music from the CD (track 3).  If just the music is played, write each silent “e” word on the board as it is sung, underlining the long vowel and crossing through the silent “e”.  Have children sing the high-pitched “Silent E makes ___ sound like ___” lines to reinforce the vowel sounds.

UNIT 2: Long Words

The teacher should ask students to recall the “Long Word Blues” song and the “Word-O-Matic” machine.  Remind students that reading long words doesn’t have to be difficult -- they can read a long word if they just break it up into smaller pieces, sound out each piece, and put the sounds together.



Unit 2 - Lesson One: Break Up Long Words Into Pieces

The object of this lesson is to introduce the concept of reading long words by sounding out each part of the word.  Three students should come to the front of the class.  The teacher should write a three-syllable word, like the ones listed below, in large letters on the board.  The three students should break the word into syllables that they can sound out, drawing “slash” lines between the parts.  Once the word is divided into one-syllable pieces, the students should stand in a row, with one student assigned to each part.  Each student should sound out his or her part in a row, repeating faster and putting the sounds together until the sounds make up a word.

Repeat this process with sets of three students for the whole class.  The teacher should emphasize the steps of the process:  

 Recognizing a long word

 Breaking it up into one-syllable pieces

 Sounding out each piece

 Putting the pieces together to recognize a word

Unit 2 - Lesson Two: The Word-O-Matic Game

This lesson lets students play the “Word-O-Matic” game in teams in the classroom.  Break the students up into groups of 4 to 6 students.  Give each group a “board” containing the Word-O-Matic machine as shown on the next page.  Cut out the word pieces on the following two pages and arrange them in three piles next to each game board, one for each syllable, so that each layer of pieces forms a word. Have students take turns reading three-syllable words as follows:

Have a student take one syllable from each of the piles and arrange them on the large “word” rectangle on the board.

Have the student separate the pieces and place them on the three “syllable” squares at the top of the machine.

The student should then pronounce each syllable separately, and then put the syllables together to read the word.

After successfully reading the word, the student should write their name at the bottom of the board.

Continue this process until all the students in each team have read a word.

This lesson consists of a puzzle where groups of students must create long words out of word pieces.  Organize the class into teams of three or four students.  Separate the word pieces from Lesson Two into groups of three words, and shuffle the pieces.  Hand out one group of nine word pieces to each team.  

Instruct the students to arrange the word pieces into three long words, and then raise their hand when they are done.  Note down the finishing order of the teams.  When all the teams are done, call on each team in order to read each of the team’s three long words.



Unit 2 - Lesson Four:  The Reading Robot Coloring Activity

Pass out copies of the “Long Word” picture with the Reading Robot on the following page.  Have students write a long word in the word space.  Help them to write each piece of the word in the spaces above. Finally, have the students color in the Word-O-Matic machine and the Reading Robot.  Materials needed may include:



* crayons

* colored pencils

* colored construction paper



Remind students to save their artwork for a special show in Unit 4.

Unit 2 - Lesson Five: The “Long Word Blues” Song

Play the song "The Long Word Blues” from the Reading Robot scene. This can be played on the computer (if all students can see the screen) or just the music from the CD (tracks 4, 5, and 6).  Note that there are three versions of this song, each with different words.

Have the students stand up and sing along with the song.  When the words “break it up” are sung, have the students hold their hands wide apart.  Then, when they put the pieces back together, have the students hold their hands together. If just the music is played, write the three words sung in each version of the song on the board.  Point to the word pieces on the board as they are sung.

UNIT 3: Vowel Blends

The teacher should ask students to recall how they helped Vowel Owl fill the night sky by reading vowel blends at the beginning of each of the following lessons.

Teachers should lead a review discussion of the importance of vowels, stressing that all words must have a vowel.

Note that students were introduced to vowel blends in Phonics Adventure (Bookworm Level).  The blends in this section are different and generally more difficult that those in Bookworm Level.

Unit 3 - Lesson One: Find the Vowel Blend

In this lesson, children learn to identify pairs of vowels in words as single sounds.  Teachers should give students copies of the picture on the next page.  Have children circle the vowel blend in each word, write the vowel blend in the space next to the word, and then draw a line to the matching vowel blend in the right column.  When all the students have finished matching the blends, have students say each word out loud, followed by just the vowel blend sound alone.

Unit 3 - Lesson Two:  Fill the Night Sky

This lesson lets students fill the night sky with objects by reading words with vowel blends in them.  Cut out each of the two-box cutouts and fold at the center line, so that the word and picture form two sides of a card.  Arrange groups students in a circle with a “sky” of blue construction paper at their center.  Place the paper cutouts with the words facing up on top of the construction paper, scattered about the paper.  Let each student take a turn and try to read one word on the paper.  If they can read the word, then they can turn over the paper to reveal an “object” in the night sky.  Whoever turns over the last word is allowed to rearrange all the objects whichever way the prefer.

Unit 3 - Lesson Three: Words with the Same Blend

In this lesson, students play a game in which they try to find as many words as they can with the same blend.  Teachers should arrange students in groups of four or five students.  Give each team a piece of paper and assign a team leader to write words.  Then, call out each of the words listed below, writing the word and circling the vowel blend on the chalkboard.  

Give students several minutes to write down all the words they can think of that contain the same blend as the word on the board.  Near the end of the time period, give students hints describing correct words, such as pointing to your “jaw” for words with the “aw” blend.  Keep on though the entire list.  Collect the words at the end and score them to determine the winning team.

Unit 3 - Lesson Four: Singing "The Vowel Tap Dance”

Play the song "The Vowel Tap Dance" from the Vowel Owl game.  This can be played on the computer (if all students can see the screen) or just the music from the CD (track 7).

If space permits, have students gather in an open area in the room.  Have students join hands in a circle and move around the circle during the verses, changing direction each new letter blend.  During the chorus, have children stand still, face the center, and do the “tappy-tap” dance:  tap their feet, touch their shoulders, and then touch their knees.

Unit 3 - Lesson Five:  Vowel Owl Coloring Activity

Pass out copies of the Vowel Owl Night Sky on the following page.  Notice the empty box at the bottom of the page.  Ask students to choose their favorite blend from the three words in the sky and write the blend in the box.  Then, let students color the rest of the picture.  Have each student say a word with their favorite vowel blend while showing their picture to the class.

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UNIT 4: Reading Three-Letter Blends and Sentences

This unit focuses on both learning the three-letter blend sounds and putting all of Phonics Adventure together to read sentences.  The teacher should show students that three consonants together, such as “tch” in the word “match”,  combine to make one sound.  These sounds are common in many words we read and say every day.

Teachers should review the reading of sentences one word at a time, as learned in Bookworm Level.  Students should not get discouraged if they cannot read a word, but should sound out each word one sound at a time, putting each word together to understand the meaning of the sentence.  Each sentence is a puzzle which students can solve by reading the words and saying them together.



Unit 4 - Lesson One: Playing Word Building

This lesson lets students play the part of  the children singing in the “Playing Word Building” song.  If teachers have access to a music CD player that they can Pause and Play, then they should use Method 1 below.  If they do not have this access, they should use Method 2 below.

Method 1: Using a Music CD Player

Have all the students stand up.  Play one of the two versions of the song (CD Tracks 8 and 9).  After the first line “Let’s find a word that ends in ___”, pause the music.  Have students volunteer to say a word that ends in this blend by raising their hands.  If he or she gives a correct word, have them sit down.  Then, play the music to hear the recorded answers, and keep playing until the next “Let’s find a word that ends in ___.”  Repeat the process for both songs or until all students are sitting down.  During the choruses of the songs, have all the students clap their hands to the music.

Method 2: Teacher Sings or Says Questions

Have all the students stand up.  Say one of the questions listed below, asking students to find words that end in a particular three-letter blend.  Have students volunteer to say a word that ends in this blend by raising their hands.  If he or she gives a correct word, have them sit down.  Then, say another question and repeat the process until all the questions have been asked or until all students are sitting down.

Unit 4 - Lesson Two: The Leapfrog Sentence Game

Teachers should have students line up at a “starting line” in an open area in teams of two students, one hunched in front and one ready to “leapfrog” over them standing behind.  Create small cards with sentences on them, using the ones listed below or others that you create.  Move down the teams, asking the standing person to read a sentence on the card.  If the student reads the sentence correctly, say the sentence, and let the student “leapfrog” his or her teammate.  

Repeat the process down the line of teams.  Once a team has reached the “finish line” they can both stand up and observe the game.

Unit 4 - Lesson Three: Singing “Sam Swings” Song

Have children stand in lines in an open area.  Play the "Sam Swings" song for the class. This can be played on the computer (if all students can see the screen) or just the music from the CD (track 11).  Each time a new blend sound is mentioned, either have students watch the computer screen or write the blend in large letters on the board.

Have students say the blend out loud each time it is sung, and after each word that uses the same blend.  Students should raise their hands when they say each blend.  During the chorus, students should do the “bunny hop” by hopping on one foot, and then “gallop like a horse” by trotting on their tiptoes.

Pass out copies of the Sing-Along Sam coloring page on the following page.  Have students write a sentence and they draw a matching picture in one of the three rectangles at the bottom of the screen. After writing a correct sentence, students should color and decorate the rest of the picture, drawing a building under the building crane.

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Unit 4 - Lesson Five:  The “I Can Read” Fiesta

This time period is set aside for practicing, putting together and performing a show to display all the artwork and songs that the children have created and  learned over the past few weeks and to celebrate the fact that the students can read.  A few of the possible activities are listed below.
