Flow-Charting Symbols (v.II)	(A Frugal way to make Flowcharts.)



To use the these symbols, one simply has to consider placing blocks together in a mosaic fashion. It’s really like placing bathroom tiles side by side and in even rows. I usually start by selecting the FlowChart font with a size of 48 point. Then I set the line height to Exactly 4 lines (or 48 point). Similarly, to use a 36-point font, choose a 36 point (3-lines) line height. I prefer to set the measurement system within Word to points (select Tools | Options | General, and the lower edit box allows for the Measurement Units to be points). Setting the Format | Paragraph | Line Spacing to Single will not work!

Some people like to generate a rough draft of a flowchart by hand, and this may help in determining the best form of layout for your flowchart. Also, I prefer to completely construct the symbol layout first, and then add the explanatory text boxes. If you are unfamiliar with Word 6.0’s Drawing features, and do not have the Drawing Toolbar visible, simply click on View | Toolbars... and click over the box for Drawing. When you then click the OK button, a drawing Toolbar should appear on the lower portion of the screen.

If you are now ready to add those explanatory text boxes, move the mouse pointer to the sixth from left icon (if you leave it there, the Tooltip should identify it) and press the left mouse button. As you move the mouse pointer over to a symbol, you can draw a box or rectangle by holding the left mouse button at the start position and panning (dragging if you like) the object to a desired shape.

Now you do not have to do this for every explanatory text box. The cut and paste feature allows for a faster creation here. Also, with any text box highlighted, (eight black selection blocks around the rectangle), you can use the keyboard arrow keys to move the box around. Fine adjustment is possible by holding down the Crtl key while pressing the arrow keys. Make sure the text Box Anchor is attached to the same line (paragraph)—for help on this click on Help | Search | Anchor. If you are using a low resolution screen, you may have to Zoom (View | Zoom, or Toolbar) up to 200% for better accuracy. Also, format the text box to the desired font and paragraph properties before copying and pasting, to avoid repeated formatting. Note that these text boxes can be placed under or over the flowchart symbol. If you place the text box under the symbol, you may have difficulty accessing it for editing purposes.

If you find a horizontal line element that does not contain an arrow, simply place the cursor where you need it, and enter the < or > key. Both of these arrows are zero width which will not move the characters along the line. You can also use Word’s Draw lines and arrows for any direction. Once drawn, double click on the element (or test box) to manually adjust the sizing and positioning information. Remember to use a value of zero for the internal margin of each text (draw) box.

Finally, if you find you are using any of the half or smaller width characters, and want to line up the element with a space, I recommend that you adjust the point size of the space to suit. For example, if you are using a 48 point font, a half space is 24 point, a sixth space is 8 points. The smallest increment you can use in Word is half a point, so simply enter, say 8.5 for a sixth space of 51 points.

An example Test-Script flowchart provides an example of using the Flowchart symbols for an automated software testing activity. The following page provides yet another example for an administrative structure. When printing, make sure that your Printer Driver is Setup properly for printing fine lines. Some printers might require that you select bold for this font.

While you may not be able to match all of the features with a $300.00 (or more), flowcharting software package, this font will probably be satisfactory for most examples. In addition, incorporating the chart inside a Word document is very easy and usually maintains a smaller file size. You can also embed the Flowchart font into a Word document. This will enable other users who do not have the font installed to edit the document. To embed a font, select Tools | Options | Save and mark an x by Embed TrueType Fonts. Note that other TrueType fonts that are used in the document may also be embedded.
